I have graded your first quiz and MANY of you either failed to memorize the questions, failed to learn them word-for-word, or failed to understand the meaning of the questions (as indicated when you wrote something other than the word-for-word question that made little sense).  I cannot help you with failing to memorize the questions or failing to learn them word-for-word.  Both of these things just require you to spend the necessary time (for some it might be 30 minutes for others 5 hours).  Either way – you are responsible for doing the memory work.

Now that we are through with Ch1-Ch9 material and also to help you understand the meaning of the question more, I have added some additional information in the brackets for each question.  The information within the brackets is also required for you to memorize – the whole thing – everything before the brackets and within the brackets.  

The directions will be “ Write out word-for-word the six important questions to ask about research studies and polls including the parts of the question in brackets.”  The quiz will be first thing Tuesday 9/29 in lecture.

1) Who funded the study and who conducted the study [are they related - any problems with conflict of interest]?

2) Who were the individuals or objects studied, and how were they selected [population, sampling method, sample size, response rate, margin of error]?

3) What was the setting in which the measurements were taken [time, location, method of contact]?

4) What was the exact nature of the measurements made or questions asked [are there problems with the measurements used, question ordering, question wording]?

5) Were there any other possible differences in the groups being compared [any confounding/lurking variables]?

6) What was the magnitude of any claimed effects or differences [are the numbers correct, statistically significant differences, practical differences]?
